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ENGLISH BRAILLE ALPHABET 

 

A braille character is a one of the 63 variations obtained from combination of 6 dots �. These 6 

dots are placed in two vertical columns. The left column consists of dots 1, 2 and 3 from the top. 

Similarly the right hand column consists of dots 4, 5 and 6. Both English and Bengali braille 

alphabets and punctuation marks are provided below:

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Notes 

1. While writing English, each capital letter should be preceded by a capital sign %. If the 

entire word is to be capitalized and it has more than one character, it should be preceded 

by two capital signs. Notice the heading at the beginning. 

2. Punctuation marks in both English and Bengali are the same. 
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3. Braille digits 1 to 0 are represented by the the first ten letters of the English alphabet. For 

writing number, use the number sign (dots 3-4-5-6) � before starting a number both in 

English and Bengali. For example, 

    1              24           789   2,456 
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4. Start a paragraph with two blank spaces in both languages. 

5. If possible center a heading. If it does not fit on one line, start each line of the heading 

text on the 4
th

 cell and try to leave as many cells on the right hand side. Use available 

menu commands when you are writing in a braille word processor. 
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
